Purpose
Associated Builders and Contractors, Inc. Western Michigan Chapter is pleased to launch our 2011 Construction Awards Program.  The program recognizes and promotes the quality workmanship performed by Merit Shop contractors and their employees.  Last year, 36 entries received the “Award of Excellence”!



The “Green Building Award of Excellence” program honors outstanding construction projects using the LEED™ Green Building Rating System. The program promotes high performance, sustainable buildings completed by ABC/WMC members.


II.
Eligibility Criteria
Any general contractor or subcontractor member of the Western Michigan Chapter, in good standing, may enter our traditional competition. Questions concerning eligibility should be directed to the Chapter President at (616) 942-9960.  To be considered “in good standing”, a company must be current in their payment of annual membership dues and/or any other association charges.



Members who apply for the “Green Building Award of Excellence” (General Contractors [GC]/Construction Managers [CM] only) must be able to demonstrate that the LEED™ certification process has been utilized on the project.  To help the judges evaluate a member’s efforts, the following items will need to be submitted in addition to the traditional information required:




*LEED™ Accredited Professional Documentation Certificate




*USGBC Registration Submittal Form 




*Point Credit Worksheet


III.
Entry Rules and Entry Fees


A.

An Entry fee based on your project contract amount (see article V.) is required with each entry.  




Please make checks payable to: ABC WESTERN MICHIGAN CHAPTER.  Payment by credit card is also 





acceptable.  AGAIN FOR 2011:  You may take a 20% Discount if your FULLY COMPLETED entry form is submitted 

 to ABC by Tuesday, MARCH 15, 2011.


B.
There is a limit of 2 entries per company in any one category.  Members may enter in more than one category, and 



must clearly specify in which category each project is entered.  An entry fee must be paid for each entry.


C.
The Construction Awards Committee may categorize, re-categorize and/or disqualify any entry after proper 




notification to the entrant. An entry fees must be aped for each entry.  If unsure of 
category, please call the ABC/WMC



 Office.



D.
A member may re-enter a non-winning entry from the previous year’s program.



E.
The project entered must have been completed not earlier than January 1, 2009 or later than May 1, 2011. If 




required, the date on the Certificate of Substantial Completion shall determine a project’s completion. 





Subcontractors may enter their contracted work, even if the rest of the project is not completed.



F.
ABC/WMC members’ projects in the Chapter’s expanded geographical area, will be accepted in the Chapter’s 38 counties found in Michigan’s Lower Peninsula. Call the ABC office to verify.


G.
If your contract includes work that will be “covered up” as the project is completed, we encourage you to provide photos of such work during construction to ABC for use by our judges.  


H.
All accepted entries become the property of the Associated Builders and Contractors, Inc. - Western Michigan Chapter, 



and may be used for publication or for any other purpose the Association deems appropriate.

I. DEADLINE FOR ENTRIES:  The Official Entry Form must be FULLY COMPLETED and


 submitted no later than Thursday, April 14, 2011.  Copies of the Official Entry Form may be used for multiple entries.



J.
All entry fees are non-refundable, unless circumstances warrant a refund.



K.
Notice will be given of the date of judging to the project owner.  The contractor/subcontractor representative should 



not be present at the judging.



L.

Authorization by owner for project to be entered and judged on site must be obtained in advance by 



the member submitting the entry.  Provide the name of owner’s authorizing official and contact person on 


the entry form along with their e-mail addresses.


M.
If there is no competition in your category, you may withdraw your entry and receive a refund; re-enter the 




project next year or participate in the “Showcase” category.  Contact the ABC office for details on “Showcase” projects.

V.
ENTRY FEE SCHEDULES (Discounts in 2011 – 20% Discount for Early Entry – March 15th  or 20% Discount for 1st Timers)


Entry fees are based upon the total cost of the project (for GC/CM’s) OR your subcontract amount (for Subcontractors) and does not determine your final Award Category. Green Building Award Entry Fee - A fee of $500.00 per entry is required if entered ONLY in this category or $250 if this entry(s) is also entered in a traditional project category.  


VI.
JUDGING


The Panel of Judges will represent a cross-section of our industry, typically clients, facility directors, building inspectors, architects and engineers from the West Michigan area. Members of the Judges Panel will evaluate all entries and will determine the award winners. For the “Green Building Award”, Judges will be selected who possess LEED™ and building experience.  Winners will be featured at the Construction Awards Banquet on Tuesday, October 25th.  ABC/WMC members and staff will not participate as judges, except for the Construction Safety “Award of Excellence” and possibly the “Ideation” Award of Excellence.

VII.
AWARDS
Recognition in the form of awards and appropriate publicity will be given to the “Award of Excellence” winner (contractor) in each category, as well as the Project Manager/Superintendent/Foreman.  Additional awards for project owners and/or design professionals are available for purchase, if so desired.  (NOTE:  It is traditional that winners purchase extra awards for the project owner and design professional for presentation at the Construction Awards Banquet). An Award and appropriate publicity will also be given to the “Green Building Awards of Excellence” Winner(s).
